Administration of Medication Policy

The only medication that will be administered will be in line with the school’s practice.  Therefore, routine cough medicines or sweets or antibiotic medicines will not be administered.

Children with asthma:-

· Will need prior written permission from their parents for the administration of the medication;

· Will have access to the inhaler when they need it and the dosage and the name of the person who administered it will be recorded;

· The inhaler will be stored out of the reach of the children, in a container, which clearly states the name of the child.

· Parents or the named adult who collects the child will be informed in writing and will sign the record book to acknowledge the entry.

Children with conditions such as Cystic Fibrosis will be given their capsules before their snack if it is needed; parents will need to give prior written permission for the administration of the medication and will need to sign the record book to acknowledge the entry.  
The capsules would be stored securely and appropriately and all staff advised of their location. 

If the administration of medication requires technical/medical knowledge then individual training will be provided for staff from a qualified health professional; training will be specific to the individual child concerned.

The registered person will confirm that the administration of medication conforms to their insurance cover.
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
